Japan is the third largest economy in the world after the United States and 

China. It is a key member of the international trade system with a market that 

respects the rule of law and provides strong protections for intellectual and real 

property rights. 

 

With a rapidly aging population and alarmingly high levels of public debt, Japan 

remains one of the world’s leading economies. Its per capita economic growth 

rate is in line with larger economies such as United States or the European 

Union. However, disposable incomes have showed only slight increase in 

recent years, and real per capita consumption has been flat. 

 

Government-industry cooperation, a strong work ethic, mastery of high 

technology, and a comparatively small defense allocation have helped Japan 

develop an advanced economy.

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2 India Japan Relations 

Japan is regarded as a key partner in India’s economic transformation. In the 

recent past, India Japan relationship has transformed to a partnership of great 

substance and purpose. Japan's interest in India is increasing due to a variety 

of reasons including India's large and growing market and its resources, 

especially the human resources. The India-Japan CEPA that came into force 

in August 2011 is the most comprehensive of all such agreements concluded 

by India and covers not only trade in goods but also Services, Movement of 

persons, investments, intellectual property rights, custom procedures, and 

other trade related issues. The CEPA has abolished tariffs of over 94% of items 

traded between India and Japan. 

India is Japan’s 18th largest trading partner and despite the disruptions during 

Covid-19 pandemic, the trade volume between the two countries have grown. 

India’s exports to Japan have grown from USD 3826.8 mn. (2016) to USD 

4043.3 mn. (2020) by 1.4%.
